BREEDERS

Widespread spay and neuter policies have reduced the num-

ber of unwanted litters, which means many areas have too

few dogs for the adoption market demand. If you find your-



self in this position, you may choose to purchase a dog.

Pet stores typically rely on mass breeding facilities known

as puppy mills, which are crowded and unsanitary, and they

don’t screen for health issues. So if you decide to buy a dog,



skip the pet stores and find an ethical breeder. Some breed-

ers have only a few dogs that produce a small number of

litters every year, and they make the best efforts to ensure

the pups are happy and healthy. Choosing the right breeder



is all about doing your due doggy diligence because there

isn’t a perfect directory that lets you easily find a reputable

source. Signs of a responsible breeder include years of expe-

rience and willingness to bring the receipts. The documents



you should expect from a legit breeder include a contract for

sale, a registration certificate, an ID tag, a full medical his-

tory, including vaccination certificates, and breeding records.

When you visit the facility in person, it’s a good sign if the

mother is present and interacting with her babies. Don’t settle



for less before you settle down.

FOST ER I NG



If you’re not ready for a long-term commitment but want to dip

your toes in the water bowl, fostering is a great way to care for

a dog for a few days, weeks, or months. Many shelters at full

capacity rely on foster parents to provide temporary homes.



Fostering doesn’t have to be a one-night stand, either. Fostering

to adopt is a common way for people to test out compatibility

before they say “I do” and their dog says “I awoooooooo.”

Assume

they haven’t been trained and be ready to deal with cheeky

behavior or naughty habits they may have picked up.
